In order to integrate SLOAC into the processes of Canada College, the SLOAC Advisory Committee sends these recommendations to the Academic Senate Governing Council (Sept 25, 2008):

Recommendations:

1) We recommend that “Program” (as this term is used by WASCC) be defined to consist of these five units:  General Education/Transfer, Basic Skills, Workforce Development, Student Services, and Administrative Services.   The accompanying diagram illustrates this structure.  Student learning outcomes and assessment plans for these Programs must be developed by the departments/programs in each of these Programs by May 2009.   

2) We recommend that each of these Programs have a designated person responsible for and compensated for coordinating Program assessments.

3) For the GE/Transfer Program, we recommend that Individual outcomes at the course level be linked to the GE outcomes for the college.  GE outcomes are already established and have been approved campus-wide  (appended to this document).   Assessments at the course level will be used to assess GE outcomes.   

4) We recommend that Course level SLOAC be an annual process in which selected outcomes are assessed, possibly coordinated to a campus-wide focus on particular SLOs each cycle.

5) We recommend/staff discussion of the impact of SLOAC on the units of noninstructional Programs or courses (content and pedagogy) and instructional programs at both the 2-year update and 6-year review steps.  

6) We recommend that SLOAC be incorporated into curriculum processes.  When new courses are proposed, at least three SLOs will be submitted at the same time as the COR (Course Outline of Record). The SLOs will be clearly linked to objectives of the course and fit with the Program SLOs.

7) We recommend that when Curriculum Committee reviews a course, they review the SLOs to be sure they are linked to objectives and that any reflection on assessment has been incorporated into the course, and ultimately, to the COR.

8)  We recommend that institutional SLOs be created that reflect the Mission of Cañada College and serve as a link between Programs.
