● Students will want to use a personal 
email so they don’t lose access

Finish Cañada Applications

● Be sure to read each question fully
● Common errors when trying to apply 

include
• Not including SSN when the 

student has one
• Accidently answering the shown 

question when they have already 
graduated HS

• Residency not matching Open 
CCC Account

• Applying for the wrong term



● Meet with your high school 
counselor for course 
recommendations

● Discuss which courses are eligible 
for credit towards high school 
graduation

● Need counselor’s approval & 
signature.
