Case Vignette: Developmental Needs

Presenting Information:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Jessie is a 6 year old boy removed from his home due to child endangerment. You are informed by the child welfare social worker that Jessie’s parents are active gang members and are currently incarcerated due to use and selling of methamphetamines. The only known history shared about Jessie is that he is currently repeating kindergarten due to poor attendance and learning difficulties.

Cognitive, Emotional & Behavioral Presentation At Time Of Placement:

Jessie appears sad, and rarely speaks.  You notice that Jessie has difficulty falling asleep, which has required a lot of prompting and soothing before bedtime. In the morning Jessie is reluctant to get ready for school, constantly complaining of a stomachache or a headache. Jessie’s teacher told you she has tried everything, but can never seem to keep Jessie’s attention long enough for him to complete assignments or activities. She also shared that Jessie shows no interest in playing with the other kids during recess.  At home, Jessie becomes easily upset when doing his make up work often tearing up his papers or breaking his pencils.
