
1. A resource parent is standing in line at the grocery store and the woman behind says that the child that is with her is cute.  The resource parent replies, “Oh she is my foster daughter.”

2. A resource parent loudly complains to their social worker about a bio parent’s behavior in a public setting, not realizing that the child’s grandfather is employed there.

3. A resource parent is at a support group meeting with other resource families and discusses the problems that she has been having with their foster child.  The foster parent uses the child’s first name but doesn’t give any other identifying information.

4. You are at a community event and your foster child’s picture has been taken by the newspaper photographer, you sign a release for the child’s picture to be displayed in the newspaper.  

5. You are friends with your next door neighbor and they know you are becoming a resource family.  You have a child placed in your home for several months and you are frustrated with the lack of progress the biological family is making.  While your neighbor is at your house you begin to tell your neighbor about the child and the abuse they sustained, you also relay the progress or lack of progress that the parents are making and that you hope that the department moves toward adoption for the child very quickly.

6. You and all of your friends are on Facebook every night discussing the details of your day.  You post pictures of your children (including your foster children on your wall) showing that you all went to the zoo that day.

7. In a meeting a resource parent (i.e., relative caregiver) learns that the biological parents are not following their case plan and the Department is moving towards termination of parental rights.  The resource parent goes home and calls the children’s grandparents and shares with them what the county plans to do regarding permanency for the children.  
8. While attending a parent teacher conference at school, the teacher discloses that the child sometimes appears withdrawn and does not participate in class.  The resource parent relays to the teacher that the child was recently removed from his parents and you are the child’s resource parent.  The resource parent states that the child also is that way at home, but it is worse after the child has had a visit with his biological parents.  The teacher asks whether she can be informed of when he has had a visit so that she can be sensitive to his emotional needs.  
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
