Completion of
secondary school only will require a TOEFL or IELTS score.

2. International School: Earned a high school diploma in an International School or similar,
where English is the primary language of instruction. You must submit high school transcripts
and other documentation, such as a letter on school's letterhead, stating that English was the
primary language of instruction.

3. Completed advanced level of English as a Second Language (ESL) or college-level English
classes at a U.S. college or university. You must provide an official transcript to receive this
waiver.

4. Received a degree from a college or university in the U.S., the U.K., Canada, Australia or
New Zealand. You must provide an official transcript to receive this waiver.

5. Are a resident of and completed all years of study in a country (not listed above) whose
official language is English.
